·  Nowadays, Glasgow Tigers race against other teams from around the UK in the British Premier 
League – one of the toughest speedway leagues in the world involving some very talented 
riders from around the globe.  

·  Each team consists of seven riders  
·  They clash over a series of 15 races 
·  Speedway bikes are powered by 500cc single cylinder engines, they use fixed gears, have 

acceleration to match Formula 1 race cars, have NO brakes and virtually NO suspension!
